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TOURISM

The tourism potential of the country is reflected through this map. The location of important
landmarks and places of historical and archaeological importance is shown in the map and a leg-
end is provided for reference. On account of the non-availability of locational data, most of the
landmarks are shown for Doha municipality only. However, the places of historical and touris-
tic importance and archaeological sites located throughout the country are shown on the basis
of the information collected from different sources, especially that made available by the
Geographic Names Project (GNP) carried out by the Centre for GIS in the Ministry of Municipal
Affairs & Agriculture.

There are many places for entertainment and of tourist interest in Qatar. These include
Corniche parks in Doha and Al-Khor, the Zoo, Aladdin’s Kingdom fun park, the Palm Tree
Island, Al Bida park, the beautiful beaches in Mesaieed, Al Wakra, Doha, Al Khor, Al Shamal and
Dukhan and the sand dunes and the desert with fascinating grandeur in Khor Al Udied and
Sealine Beach Resort.

A brief description of some of the important tourism and archaeological sites located in the
country follows :

Al Zubarah Fort - Situated about 105 km north-west of Doha, it was built in 1938 during the
time of Sheikh Abdulla Bin Qassim Al Thani. It was restored in 1987 and turned into a regional
museum.

Doha Fort (Al Kout) - One of the Doha’s old fortresses it is situated in the centre of the city.
It was built on rising ground in 1917.

Al Wajbah Fort - Situated in Rayyan, this fort is considered as one of the oldest forts in Qatar
and dates back to 1882.

Murwab Fort - It lies on the coast |15 km north of Dukhan and dates back to the Abbasid era
in the 3rd century of Al Hijrah.

Al Thughb Fort - One of the old forts in the country, it lies 8 km north-east of Al Zubarah.
Burzan Tower - It is situated in Umm Slal Mohammed area. Built during the late 14th century it
is a unique watch tower in the Gulf.

Al Jassasiya - The site is composed of rocky hills overlooking the northeastern coast of the
country. It is famous for stone carvings and engravings and also considered an attractive site for
recreation.

Among the museums of the country, the Qatar National Museum, located in Doha, is the most
important one. Its buildings date back to 1912 and it was used as a residence by the rulers of
Qatar. The building was restored and turned into a museum in 1975. Other museums in the
country are located in Al Khor, Al Zubarah and Al Wakra.
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
